 Report’s objective: evaluate the evolution in the 

offer of services in the minority language 

 The Census and the NHS enable the 

enumeration of health care professionals 
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General increase in number of health 

care professionals in Canada between 

2001 and 2011 

 Demographic growth (11.7%) 

 General increase in the offer of health care 

services 

• Investments in health 

• 2001: 29.7 professionals per 1,000 habitants 

• 2011: 35.5 professionals per 1,000 habitants 

 Increase in part-time work 
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Measuring the potential of the 

services 

 Variable used: ability to conduct a 

conversation in the minority language 

• Maximal estimation for the offer of services (potential) 

• Limit: capacity to conduct a conversation in the 

minority language (reported on the Census) does not 

necessarily mean an ability to provide health care 

services in this language 

• Methodological advantage: greater numbers

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Conclusion 

 Enumerating health care professionals: 

• Can not assess the number of consultations, medical 

procedures performed, etc. 

• Can not assess if the service offered was sufficient at 

the beginning, nor if it ever was 

• Can not assess the importance of the active offer 

• Can not assess the availability of services at the local 

level  
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Conclusion 

 General increase in potential offer of health care 

services in the minority language 

 Potential offer of health care services  

• in French has increased less rapidly than general health care 

services 

• in English has increased more rapidly than general health care 

services 

 Potential offer of health care services in the minority 

language has increased more rapidly than the demand 

 The unequal increases are relatively more important in 

regions with a low growth in demand
